Wisconsin, Chapter 4 had a 
delegation over prompting the National Red Power Round Up for 2009.

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IHCC General Meeting Minutes – August 23, 2008 
General meeting and annual banquet was held 08-23-08 at the Le Sueur County Pioneer 
Power Association show grounds. There were 153 members and guests present.  
President Bruce Jensen called the meeting to order at 6:45 pm.  He thanked the caterer 
Annie’s Kitchen of Belle Plaine. 

 
Guests were recognized; President Jim Brewer from Chapter 24 South Dakota, and Lyle 
and Bonnie Tybrich Chapter 4 Wisconsin.  Lyle gave an update on RPRU being hosted 
by Chapter 4, July 23,24, and 25 2009, in Madison WI. They will be featuring Made In 
Wisconsin products, 340 utility tractor, K&KB model trucks.  The feature toy will be a 
460 utility with front loader, chains, heater houser, and back blade. There will be an 
1850's fashion review. 
 
A motion was made (Don Ranzenberger) seconded (Orville Deling)and passed to 
approve the Secretary’s minutes as printed in the newsletter. A motion was made (Paul 
Adelmann) seconded (Werner Reining)and passed to approve the Treasurer’s minutes as 
printed in the newsletter. 
 
Former President David Alstad’s wife Shirley has recently had surgery, and is 
recovering quickly.  There is a card for interested members to sign.  Membership 
manager Bob Watkins reported that we had 13 new members sign up at the show.  
Those present were recognized and welcomed. 
 
Tom Graham, president, of LCPPA thanked Chapter 15 for good displays and 
attendance.  Special thanks to Conrad Fiskness for organizing the “Field of M’s”.  
Tom and Conrad presented checks to the Sibley East High School, Arlington school M 
restoration project.  It was reported that the tractor has been sold.  Conrad offered 
special thanks to Bob Koepp and Orville Deling for their extra assistance in getting the 
M’s organized. 
 
An application has been made to the Guinness Book of World Records, but much 
verification needs to be done to validate the numbers. The show count is 146 registered 
M’s, 8 trucks, 239 tractors, 2 road graders, 11 Cub Cadets, 5 Combines, and 1 corn 
picker mounted on an F12. For a total of 415 IH vehicle exhibits. 
 
At our last meeting Montevideo (Heritage Hill) indicated an interest in hosting Chapter 
15's Minnesota IH Rally in 2013.  A motion was make seconded and passed to accept 
their invitation.   
 
President Bruce Jensen read excerpts of a Thank You letter from Carol Kadelbach and 
family in appreciation of the chapter holding the summer show at their farm.  Nathan 
Hanson is the new editor of the Newsletter.

For those with heated 
shops, it is the season for serious restoration work! 
 
For me personally, 2008 was a busy year. The show 
year started out with the RPRU in Columbia, MO in 
June. It is always enjoyable to visit with the many 
friends that we have made around the country. I 
managed to attend five antique power shows and one 
Fourth of July Parade. I painted my Super W-6 and 
Cub this summer and I had a good time hauling them 
to the shows.  
 
Enjoyable as each of the shows are, our own 
Minnesota IH Rally hosted by the Le Sueur County 
Pioneer Power Ass’n was the highlight and I 
managed to get myself involved right up to my 
eyeballs! Putting the “Field of M’s” program together 
was a fair amount of work, but it was satisfying to see 
it happen. There was only one area where things did 
not work out as planned. I have learned that there 
were several M exhibitors who did not receive a brass 
plaque from LCPPA. Many of them were first time 
visitors at LCPPA and did not know the procedure to 
follow to get their plaque. If you did not receive a 
plaque, contact me and I will make certain you 
receive one. Otherwise everything worked well and 
even the weather was great! 
 
Watching all those M Farmalls line up was an 
awesome and memorable sight. The final tally was 
150 or 50 more than the goal of 100 we had set and 
we had every year represented except for 1943. I have 
heard many positive comments regarding our effort 
and especially many favorable comments about the 
“Tractor Walk” led by David Morrison. I am certain I 
speak for all present when I extend a sincere thank 
you to Dave for conducting the four walks. As the 
one who drove the trailer with the sound system, I 
heard all four of the presentations and I learned 
something new every time. The sound system proved 
to be a very effective aid in communicating with the 

crowd. We can be glad we have it! I also want to 
publicly thank Bob Koepp and Orville Deling. 
Without their help, especially on Thursday, the “Field 
of M’s” would have been a “Mish-Mash of M’s”! 
 
For those of you that were not able to attend the show, we 
also had the opportunity to display the M Farmalls of 
Richard Kadelbach and Norm Sevick in the feature 
building. Both passed away February 26 and we 
appreciate the efforts of their families to bring those 
special tractors to the show. It was a very fitting way to 
honor these two fine gentlemen and IH collectors. Also in 
the feature building was the M restored by Sibley East 
High School in Arlington. Jeff Eppen and his students are 
to be commended for their efforts and both Chapter 15 
and LCPPA contributed financial support to the project.  
 
I also wish to personally thank LCPPA and Tom Graham, 
LCPPA president, for being such gracious hosts. The 
cooperation I received from them made coordinating this 
event so pleasurable and much less stressful that it might 
have been. Along with his many other responsibilities, 
Tom handled all the contacts with the caterer. I need to 
also include Harold Wondra of LCPPA in this expression 
of thanks. He was very supportive and very easy to work 
with as we developed the button and plaque! 
 
The feature building housed our Chapter 15 display and 
merchandise. Linda Klein and her many helpers outdid 
themselves this year. I understand the trailer is virtually 
empty. If it wasn’t fastened down it was likely sold! And 
that is the second time that happened this year! After the 
RPRU in Columbia the trailer also had to be re-stocked.  
 
Finally, we had the pleasure of having the National IH 
Collectors President, Darrell Darst, with us, not just one 
day but two! We set Darrell up with a table just inside the 
feature building where he could meet the many folks 
coming through the door on both Friday and Saturday. On 
Saturday, Darrell drove my M in the parade and using 
Darrell’s own words, “He had a ball”! So did I! Thank 
you, President Darst, for being a part of our show!
