Collectors Corner

Looking out the window all one sees is white!
Finally a winter that requires no apologies for
being wimpy! A true good old-fashioned
Minnesota winter! On Friday, January 16, at -
25° F, | did the little scientific routine of
throwing a cup of steaming hot water into the
air and watched it immediately turn into a
cloud of vapor. We took a picture of it as well
to prove to future generations that it happens!

As one who does not have a heated shop and
does not even live close by where the tractors,
etc are stored, winter is a time for reflecting,
contemplating and planning. In the fall | put
everything away, including the truck, and don't
even consider working on anything until
spring.
